The Office of the State Fire Marshal is a Division of the Mississipfdepartment
of Insurance. This report reflects thebusiness operatiorstatistics of this office
from JULY 1, 2009 THROUGH JUNE 30, 2010.

Mission

The mission of the Office of the State Fire Marshal is to fostepromote and
develop ways and means of protecting life and property from fireand
related perils through direct action and coordination with Mississippi Fire
and Law Enforcement Services. The Office of the State Fire Marshal is
charged with the duties of Fire Investigation, enforcement of the Mississippi
Fire Prevention Code, implemenation of the rules and regulations of the
Uniform Standards Code for Factory-Built Movable Homes Law,
establishment and maintenance of the Fire Damage Registiyire Service
Development Division, Mississippi Residential Electronic Protection
Division, Mississippi Public Fire Safety Education Divisionand the L.C.
Gas Division

Staffing

At the present time, the Office of the State Fire Marshal has ataff of 44
employees to carryout the abovelisted duties. Staffing consists of a State
Chief Deputy Fre Marshal, Director of the office; four (4) Assistant Chief
Deputy Fire Marshals assigned to the Northern District; Southern District
Factory-Built Home/Fire Code Division and Mississippi Residential
Electronic Protection Division; seventeer{(17) Deputy Fire Marshals assigned
to districts across the state with the responsibilities of Fire Investigation,
enforcement of the Mississippi Fire Prevention Code, regulatory duties of the
Factory-Built Home Division and the Mississippi Residential Electraic
Protection Division; one (1)Fire Service Coordinator; one (1) Deputy Fire
Coordinator; one (1) Administrative Assistant IV;one (1) Director;seven (7)
L. C. Gas Inspectors;one (1) Officer Manager IV; one (1) Operations
Management Analyst Principal; two (2) Special Projects Officer V; one (1)
Special Projects Officer IllI; one (1) Administrative Assistant VI; four (4)
Administrative Assistant 1V; one (1) Administrative Assistant Ill ; whose
duties include administrative/clerical duties, as well agomputer tracking of
the statutory responsibilities of the office.

The Fire Service Devel opment
are also, to enhance and accelerate the growth of fire protection capabilities

throughout the State, particularly in rural areas.

The Mississippi Residential Electronic Protection Division haa staff of three
employees to carry out the duties of monitoring and licensing companies who
install residential alarm systems Staffing includes: One (1) Assistant Chief
Deputy Fire Marshal; one (1) Deputy Fire Marshal; and one (1)
Administrative Assistant IV.

The Mississippi Public Fire Safety Education Division has a staff divo (2)
employees: one (1)Special Projects Officer IV; and one (1) Special Projects
Officer Il , to carry out the duties ofpublic fire safetyto establish a set ofire
safety education rules and regulations and develop and implement a fire safety
education program using nationally recognized standard reduce loss of life
and property from fires.

The Liquefied Compressed Gas Inspection Division has a staff nine (9)
consisting of one (1) Director; seven (7)¥ield Inspectors and one (1) Office
Manager IV. The Division administers and enforces the Liquefied
Compressed Gas laws of the State of Mississippi, Miss. Code Ann. 8551
through 75-57-119 and the Rules and Regulations enacted by the Mississippi
Liquefied Compressed Gas Board. The Board consists of semM@) members,
one from each congressional district and three (3) whose term runs
concurrent with the Commission of Insurance.

All Deputy Fire Marshals are members of the following professional
organizations: Mississippi Fire Fighters Association, Missisippi Fire Chiefs

Association, and the Mississippi Fire Investigators Association (IAAI
Chapter). The State Chief Deputy is a member of the National Fire
Protection Association, National Association of State Fire Marshals,
International Code Council and the National Rifle Associationi Law

Fire Investigations

During FY2010, the Office of the State Fire Marshal conducted682
investigations of suspicious fires. Of the fires investigated, there wed®3
fires in rural areas and 279 fires in metropolitan areas. There were322
residential fires, 77 commercial fires, 123 manufactured home fires, 76
vehicular fires and 84 "other" fires that did not fall into any of the
aforementioned classifications. Causes of the investigated firesane 335
incendiary, 251 accidental and96 undetermined. There were74 fire related
deathinvestigationsby our office in FY-10.

A total of $2,000.00 arson reward checks were issued to three (3)
individuals who gave informationthat led to the arrest andconviction of
arsonists These checksvere presentedto themt hei r |l ocal
office.

During FY2010 the Office of the State Fire Marshal investigated335
incendiary fires with 143 arrests.

Of the fire investigations conducted duringFY2010, the estimated property
value was $14,973141.00 for buildings and $61,684,65100 for contents.

The amount of insurance coverage on properties investigated was

$724,459412.16 for buildings and $38,836,80050 for contents. The total
property loss of fires investigated duringFY2010came to $1,230,74832,
which is adecrease in the dtal losses since FY09 from $79,933595.71 to
$71,23074832.

During FY2010, Deputy Fire Marshals appeared as expert witnesses in State

and Federal Courts testifying in bothcriminal and civil cases. Deputy Fire

Marshals also presented programs related to fire safety and fire investigation

for civic groups and local fire and law enforcement personnel.

A total of $720.76was collected under the NisissippiPublic Records Law
for reproduction of records.

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D. Federal Hotel/Motel Fire Safety Act, continued

Since September 10, 2001, our office has processdd9 applications (37
applications for FY2010) for hotel/motels in the State of Mississippi as
required by the Public Law 10%:391:

The Hotel and Motel Fire Safety Act of 1990 (PL10B91) was passed into law
by Congress to save lives and protect property by promoting fire and life
safety in hotels, motels and other places of public accommodatioif.he law
mandates that federal employeg on travel must stay in public
accommodations that adhere to the life safety requirements in the legislation
guidelines. PL101391 also states that federally funded meetings and
conferences cannot be held in properties that do not comply with the law.
PL101-391 is applicable to all places of public accommodation, and requires
that such properties are equipped with: hard-wired, single-station smoke
detectors in each guestroom in accordance with the National Fire Protection
Association (NFPA) Standard 72; an automatic sprinkler system, with a
sprinkler head in each guest room in compliance with NFP/&tandards 13 or
13R Properties three stories or lower in height are exempt from the sprinkler
requirement.

E. Church Fires in the State of Mississippi

From January 1, 1990 through June 30, 210, there were221church fires out
of a total of 12,965fires investigated by the State Fire Marshal's Office. Of
the 12,965fires investigated by our office, only2% were places of religious
assembly(church fires).

Information contained in this report is based on records from the State Fire
Marshal's Office; the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms, a Division of
the U.S. Treasury Department, Northern District of Mississippi; and the
Federal Bureau ofInvestigation Office in Jackson, Mississippi.

F. Federal/'State Church Arson Task Force

The State Fire Marshal's Office, in conjunction with local, State and Federal
Agencies, is taking a proactive approach in the investigation, prosecution and
prevention of church related vandalism and fires occurring in the State of
Mississippi.

Church arsons are a concern of all public safety agencies which has lead to
the establishment of a joint Task Force of such agencies as the Federal
Bureau of Investigations, (FBI), Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms Division of
the U.S. Treasury Department (ATF), U.S. Mashal Service, U.S. Attorney's
Office, Emergency Management Agency, Mississippi Highway Patrol, State
Fire Academy and County and Municipal Law Enforcement Agencies.

The cooperative efforts of the above nhamed agencies are proving to be a
deterrent to the crime of arson against religious assemblies in the State of
Mississippi.

G. Fire Prevention Code Inspections

During the 2009 Legislatve ® s si on, Senat®r Bsd | BiNlol. Radt8F ,
was passed effective July 1, 2009. The State Fire Marshal is authorized to

promulgate rules and regulations necessary for the implementation of this

Act and for related purposes by: regulating the Act to provide that the

owner of a building with a floor or ceiling constructed with truss construction

must attach to the building a permanent emblem identifying the building as

Special State and Local Inspectors

During FY2010, the Office of the State Fire Marshal, under Section 4%1-
105, MS Code, 1972, Annotated65 Special State and Local Inspectors
conducted 163 safety inspections to verifycompliancewith the Mississippi
Fire Prevention Code. DuringFY2010, one (1)in-service training program
for the Special State and Local Inspectors asconducted.

These inspections were conducted for colleges/universities, state correctional
facilities, mental health facilities, and other state buildings.

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Factory-Built Home Division

During FY2010, the Office of the State Fire Marshal regulated the following
responsibilities concerning theFactory-Built Home Division:

1. Licenaure of manufacturers, retailers and independent
contract installers or transporters.

(HUD); a decrease o2 manufacturers (Modular); and a
decrease ob3Independent Contract InstallerdTransporters
compared toFY-09.

2. Enforcement of proper anchoring and blocking of factory
built homes. Since the establishment of the Independent
Contract Transporter or Installer program, effective July 1,
1993, theFactory-Built Home Division has conducted7,028
installation inspections. Of these inspections],971 were
performed in FY-10.

3. Servingas the State Administrative Agency under contract to
the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development
(HUD) Manufactured Housing Division regarding the
National Mobile Home Safety Standards Act of 1976.

The Factory-Built Home Division, under the HUD program,
conducted 24 in-state plant inspections with 81 units
inspected; 271 dealer lot inspections 149 consumer
complaint inspections and 1,892 unit inspections of
manufactured homes on dealer lots

4, There are five (5) scheduled sales and sep installation
seminars conducted during the licensure period (June 30
through July 1 of the next year). It is mandatory for
installer/transporters to attend one (1) eight (8) hour seminar
per license period to renew thi license for the next

licenseperiod. Seminars are scheduled for the convenienoé
the licensee: One (1) seminar is conducted in Tupelo at the
I[tawamba Community College Campus; two (2) seminars are
conducted in Gulfport at the MS Gulf Coast Community
College Jeff Davis Campus and two (2) seminars are
conducted in Pearl at the State Fire Academy.

Of the 16 manufacturers licensed in Mississippi
approximately 1,132 units were shipped into Mississippi
during FY2010.

Approximately 32 modular units were shipped into
Mississippi during FY2010.

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Fire Service Development Division

The Mississippi Legislature created the Division of Fire Services

Development in 1988 for the purpose of overseeing the accountability and

di stribution of the Statebés Fire Funds to
Division is responsible under the direct supervision of the State Fire

Coordinator, for the development of guidelines for the use of and

accountability for these funds. In addition, the Division manages the 82

county fire coordinators, a statewide program aimed at increasing fire

service capabilities.

The objectives of the Fire Services Development Division include the
following:

Dz Enhance awareness of State guidelines regarding the use of
accountability for state fire funds as outlined inMiss. Code Ann §
83-1-37 through 83-1-39;

Dz Establish, implement and provide systems administration for a
state-wide uniform fire services incident reporting system.

Dz Provide useful data about fire service activities for both public fire
safety educators and fire protection policy makers at both state and
local levels;

Dz Provide training, technical assistance, and support to County Fire
Coordinators, Fire Administrators, and state and local public
officials in fire service organizational management to include
planning and fire data analysis.

Dz Continue to provide training and technical support to the 82 county
fire coordinators and fire service administrator throughout the state;

Dz Develop and implement web page compliance reporting for the 297
municipalities and 82 counties receiving statbunds;

Dz Participate in the MississippiGIS Remote Sensing Map Council to
develop and implement a state map layer to include all fire service
locations, fire incidents hydrant and fill locations, and fire districts.
This will greatly enhance the deved p ment of the stateds fi
and aid many State Agencies such as Mississippi Development
Authority, Department of Environmental Quality, Mississippi
Emergency Management, and Mississippi State Rating Bureau; and

Dz The State Fire Coordinator serves as Agency Coordinator of the
Emergency Services Function for (Fire) for Mississippi Emergency
Management Agency andlso serves as Agency Representative on the
Governorods Executive Committee for Home

In 1995, the State Legislature passed the Rural Fire Truck Acquisition
Assistance Program (Miss. Code Ann. § 1Z3-1), giving the Division the
responsibility for promulgating guidelines and the administration of this fire
truck grant program. Since passage, more than 500 applications have been
processed. The State Legislature has appropriated $28.1 million thus far for
six rounds of grants up to $50,000 peround per county. During the 2004
Legislative session, a Seventh Round was designated and the match was
increased to $70,000.

An Eighth Round was designated in the 2006 session but no funds were
appropriated.  During the third extraordinary session of 2M4, a
supplemental rural fire truck acquisition program was passed creating a
means for counties to apply for additional fire truck grants. After exhausting
all available grantsin the regular RFTAAP application another provision
was added to this supplerant program. This would allow for counties to
receive grants for fire apparatus through other sources other than the rural
fire truck program. The amount of the match request available is up to 10
percent but not to exceed $20,000.00. The legislature mppriated $4.2
million for this new program.

Thus far, 500checks have been disbursed totaling $809475.02. A total of
560 applications have been reiewed During the 2007 calendar year, 2
checks were issued totaling2099,169.58

K. Mississippi Fire Personnel Minimum Standards and Certification Board

Senate Bill 2393, effective July 1, 2004, amendptiss. Code Ann.§45-11-251
revising the composition of the Mississippi Fire Personnel Minimum
Standards and Certification Board to eleen (11) members with the
Commissioner of Insurance and the Director of the State Fire Academy
serving as ex officio members.

Mission of the Board is to plan and administer a high quality uniformly
delivered certification system. This will be accomplishedby carrying out
policies and procedures as established by the MSCB through the most
efficient use of the resources available toward the professional development
of the fire service.

Objectives of the Board are to:

(1) Review and make recommendations regarding policy statements
and administrative guidelines to the Mississippi fire service
training facilities.

(2) Encourage the professional development of the fire service.

(3) Clarify policy established by the Minimum Standards and
Certification Board.

(4) Review appeals.

(5) Meet monthly; unless otherwise deemed necessary by the
majority of the board, or by the Chairperson or Vice
Chairperson.

(6) Establish a forum and dialogue between accredited entities that
will encourage reciprocity between these entities.

(7) Ensure that all testing for certification is doneon a valid, credible
basis, as described by the national Fire Protection Association
(NFPA).

(8) Act upon applications.

Training of installers was completed and smoke alarm distribution
began by the end of this fiscal year.

The StateFr e Mar shal 6s [iresafetpeducatibnat onduct
schoolsand fire departments, and promote fire safety atthe Mississippi Sate

Fair and other functions.
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Liquefied Compressed Gas Division

The division administers and enforces the Liquefied Compressed Gas Laws of the
State of Mississippi, Section 757-1 thru 75-57-119 of the Mississippi Code and
the Rules and Regulations enacted by the Mississippi Liquefied Compressed Gas
Board. The Board consists of seven (7) members, one from each congressional
district and three (3) whose term runs concurrent with the Commissioner of
Insurance.

Our duties include enforcing Liquefied Compressed Gas Rules and Regulations
for the safe use and handling oEiquefied Petroleum Gases, which is mainly
propane. We do regulate anhydrous ammonigbut only when used in
commercial fertilizer. We inspect propane containers, systems, equipment and
vehicles.

There are ten (10) classes of permits with insurancesquirements listed on the

application for permit for businesses. The inspectors test installers and delivery
truck drivers in their territories. The tests are mailed to this office and
identification cards are issued if the test is passed.

There are 97 Class 1 LRGas Dealers and 20 branch locations with 280 bulk
storage facilities. LRGas Dealers are required to maintain insurance
requirements of $1,000,000 of general liability, $1,000,000 of auto liability and
Wor kersé6é6 Compensation (State Statute).

All propane installations must be reported to our office for inspection (these are
mailed to us and sorted by county and inspectair they are then mailed to each
inspector once a week). This division inspects approximatel§,600 LP-Gas
installations per year. This includes schools, churches, hospitals, businesses and
residential systems. We conduct approximately 240 safety training schools and
investigate all accidents reported involving propane.

We charge no fee for permits or testing. The only fee that is charged in our
division is for copies, postage, clerical time and/or supervisor time when a request
is made from outside sources (open records act).

The Liquefied Compressed Gas Board hagrant money available to organizations

or other interested parties for the purpose of promoting and researching the
development of more coseffective uses of propane. Educational, safety and
market development programs may also qualify for this grant momy.

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V. APPENDIX A - DUTIES AND STATUTORY AUTHORITIES

A. Fire Investigation

1.

The authority for the Office of the State Fire Marshal to be established
and maintained is granted under Section 48.1-1, Mississippi Code of
1972, Annotated:

"The Commissioner of Insuranceis by virtue of his office the State Fire
Marshal and shall appoint the State Chief Deputy Fire Marshal who, along
with his employees shall be designated as a division of the Insurance
Department. The State Chief Deputy Fire Marshal shall be a person
qualified by experienceand training and thoroughly knowledgeable in the
areas of arson investigation and prevention, fire prevention, fire fighting
and the training of firemen. The State Chief Deputy Fire Marshal shall
serve at the pleasure of the Commissioner of Insurance.

The State Chief Deputy Fire Marshalshall employ such deputy state fire
marshals as are necessary and in accordance with availability of funds.
Deputy fire marshalsshall be deployed across the state in order to provide
effective service to fire scenes."

The authority for the Office of the State Fire Marshal to investigate
general fires in the state is granted under Section 451-1, Mississippi
Code of 1972, Annotated:

"It shall be the duty of the State Chief Deputy Fire Marshal to investigate,
by himself or his deputy, the origin of every fire occurring within the state
to which his attention is called by the chief of the fire department or other
law enforcement authority of any county of municipality. It shall also be
his duty to investigate any ase requested by any party in interest,
whenever, in his judgment, there be sufficient evidence or circumstances
indicating that such fire may be of incendiary origin. All county and
municipal law enforcement authorities shall cooperate with the State Céf
Deputy Fire Marshal in such investigation This section shall not be
construed to impair the duty and power of county and municipal law
enforcement authorities to investigate any fire occurring within his or
their jurisdiction."

The authority for the Office of the State Fire Marshal to investigate
specific fires which occur on state properties and places of public assembly
is granted under the Mississippi Fire Prevention Code, Section 451-103,
Mississippi Code of 1972, Annotated:

"The Mississippi Fire Prevention Code shall be enforced by the state fire
marshal and such other persons as authorized thereby, including for this
reason any county or municipal fire prevention personnel pertaining to the
prevention, inspection or invesigation of fire. The State Chief Deputy
Fire Marshal and State Deputy Fire Marshals shall have the status and
powers of a law enforcement officer in performing their duties under the
Mississippi Fire Prevention Code as authorized by standards set by
Secton 45-11-103, Miss. Code Ann.
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A. Fire Investigation, continued

The State Chief Deputy Fire Marshal and State Deputy Fire Marshals
serving under permanent appointment on January 1, 1992 shall not be
required to meet any requirements of Section 46-11 of the Mississippi
Code of 1972. The State Fire Marshal is authored and empowered to
promulgate rules and regulations for the enforcement of the Mississippi
Fire Prevention Code."

The Fire Official shall enforce the provisions of this Code and all State
laws under his jurisdiction pertaining to the prevention, suppression or
extinguishing of fires. The Fire Official shall have the powers of a police
officer in performing his duties under this Code. (1.03 Standard Fire
Prevention Code, 1976 Edition, Section 4%1-103, Mississippi Code of
1972, Annotated)

@) The Fire Official or his duly authorized agent shall
investigate promptly the cause, origin and circumstances
of each and eery fire occurring in his jurisdiction
involving loss of life or injury to person or destruction or
damage to property, and if it appears that such fire is of
suspicious origin, the Fire Official shall take immediate
charge of all physical evidence relatig to the cause of the
fire and shall pursue the investigation. A reportin writing
shall be of all facts and findings relative to each
investigation.

(b) The Law Enforcement Department shall assist the Fire
Department in its investigations whenever equested to do
so (1.11 Standard Fire Prevention Code 1976 Edition,
Section 4511-103, Mississippi Code of 1972, Annotated)."

4, The authority for the Office of the State Fire Marshal to maintain and
release criminal records is granted under Section 451-1, Mississippi
Code of 1972, Annotated:

"The State Chief Deputy Fire Marshal shall maintain in his office a
record of all fires investigated by him or his deputy, including evidence
obtained as to the origin of each such fire. Such record shallall times
be subject to inspection by any party of interest in the fire loss; provided,
however, that no record or report of an investigation shall be subject to
inspection pending such investigation or while same is in progress, and if
a report of an investigation contains any evidence of arson or other
felony, same shall not be subject to inspection by any person other than
the district attorney and county attorney of the county in which such
evidence indicates that arson or other felony may have beeommitted,
except upon the written approval of such district attorney or the order of

a court of competent jurisdiction. Provided that in cases where a person
has been arrested for the crimes of arson, attempted arson, or any other
felony, the defendant orhis attorney shall have access to these records.

evidence sufficient, bring injunctive proceedings to have the
condition corrected. Provided that this section may not apply
in any instance where local fire departments or othetocal
agencies have the authority to correct such conditions."

D. Funding

Section 4511-7, shall be defrayed by all insurance companies, including stock,
mutual and reciprocals writing fire insurance, including the fire insurance
components of automobile insurance, dwelling multiple peril insurance, farm
multiple peril insurance and commercial multiple peril insurance, doing
business in this state; and a tax of onkalf of one percent (1/2 of 1%) of the
gross premium receipts of fire insuranceéhesepolicies is hereby levied for this
purpose to be collected by the State Tax @umission as other taxes on
insurance companies are collected . . ."

E. Enforcement of Fire Prevention Codes

The authority for the Office of the State Fire Marshal to enforce the
Mississippi Fire Prevention Code is granted by Section 451-101 through

proper local authorities of any county or municipality, in addition to other

remedies, may instituteany appropriate action a proceedings to prevent such
unlawful construction or reconstruction, to restrain, correct or abate such
violation or to prevent the occupancy of said building."

Section 4511-111. Penalties.

"Any person, firm or corporation who shall knowingly and willfully
violate the terms of provisions of the Mississippi Fire Prevention Code
shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon convictionhierefore shall be
sentenced to pay a fine of not to exceed One Thousand Dollars ($1,000.00),
and in case of continuing violations without reasonable effort on the part
of the defendant to correct same, each day the violation continues
thereafter shall be aseparate offense."

Child Residential Home Inspections

The authority for the Office of the State Fire Marshal to conduct
inspections under the "Child Residential Home Notification Act" is
granted by Section 4316-11; 4316-15; and 4316-21, Mississippi Code of
1972, Annotated.

Section 4316-11. Acknowledgement of notification; fire and health
inspections of home; chancery or youth court to receive copy of
notification.

(@) Acknowledgement of notification shall be issued by the
department upon the filing of a properly completed
notification form accompanied by (a) a certificate of
inspection and approval by the fire department of the
municipality or other political subdivision in which the home
is located, and (b) a certificate of inspection and approval by
the health department of the county inwhich the home is
located.

(b) If no fire department exists where the home is located, the
State Fire Marshal shall certify as to the inspection for safety
from fire hazards. The State Fire Marshal shall establish
standards for safety from fire hazads at child residential
homes.

(c) Upon notification by a child residential home, the department
shall provide copies of the notification form the chancery
court or the youth court, as appropriate, of the county in
which the home is located.
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H. Child Residential Home Inspections, continued
Section 4316-15. Annual inspections of homes; inspectors.

"The department once a year shall make or cause to be made inspections limited
to health, nutrition, cleanliness, sanitation, written medical records for children,
discipline policy, and family communication policy of all child residential homes.

Reasorable additional inspections may be made as often as may be deemed
necessary by the department, but shall not be scheduled so as to disrupt the
normal activities of the home. Department inspectors shall be persons
knowledgeable with the state's child abusand neglect laws, child labor laws and
compulsory education laws. The State Fire Marshal, or his designee, shall make or
cause to be made annual inspections limited to the safety of all child residential
homes.

Any violations of state law on the premisg of such child residential home shall
immediately be reported by such inspection personnel to the appropriate law
enforcement officer."

Section 4316-21. Court action for injunction or restraining order against home;
grounds.

"Notwithstanding the existence of any other remedy, the department may, in the
manner provided by law, in term time or in vacation, upon the advise of the
Attorney General who shall represent the department in proceedings, maintain an
action in the name of the state for an injunctn or restraining order to remove the
children from any child residential home. Such action shall be brought in the
chancery court or the youth court, as appropriate, of the county in which such
child residential home is located, and shall only be initis#d for the following
violations:

@) Providing supervision, care, lodging or maintenance for
any children in such home without filing notification in
accordance with this chapter.

(b) Failure to satisfactorily comply with local health
department or State Fire Marshal inspections made
pursuant to Section 4316-15, regarding the health,
nutrition, cleanliness, safety, sanitation, written records
and discipline policy of such home.

(©) Suspected abuse and/or neglect of the children served by
such home,as defined in Section 421-105, Mississippi
Code of 1972."
